MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING OF THE

CITY OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA

Monday, April 21, 2025 –  6:30 p.m.

Before the start of the meeting everyone recited the “Pledge of Allegiance”.  

The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa met in Special Session on Monday, April 21, 2025 at 6:30 p.m. in the Chambers of City Hall at 315 Fourth Street, Whittemore, Iowa with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Council present were Simonson, Schneider, Johnson, Walker and Lancaster.. Members absent: none. 

At 6:30 PM Mayor Elbert opened a Public Hearing on the Proposed FY2026 Budget.  Notice of such hearing was published in the April 10, 2025 edition of the West Bend Journal.  There being no members of the public present to be heard for or against the FY2026 Budget as published, motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Walker to close said hearing at 6:40 p.m.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried. 

After further discussion and review, as presented by Clerk Farrell, Resolution No. 2025-09, a Resolution Adopting said FY2026 Budget for the City of Whittemore was introduced.  Motion was made by Lancaster and seconded by Johnson to approve Resolution No. 2025-09 to Adopt FY2026 Budget for the City of Whittemore as presented. Roll was called and vote was as follows, AYES:  Simonson, Schneider, Johnson, Walker and Lancaster.  NAYS:  none.  Motion carried whereupon Mayor Elbert declared Resolution No. 2025-09 duly adopted.  Mayor Elbert then signed the “Adoption of Budget and Certification of City Taxes” for inclusion in filing budget forms with the Iowa Department of Management and the Kossuth County Auditor before the April 30, 2025 deadline.

Vote was all AYES; motion carried.  At this time, 2025 Whittemore Swimming Pool staff roster will be:  CO-MANAGERS:  Kylee Thilges and Carlee Allen; LIFEGUARDS: Harper Nelson, Kayla Buscher, Gracie Grandgenett, Jaelyn McCullough, Hana Perez, Grayden Forsythe, Colton Forsythe and Graclyn Eastman.  The Mayor and Council appreciate the past dedication and work attitudes of the pool staff and look forward to having another safe and successful year of swimming in Whittemore!
Council then considered a program being put together by local growers and business individuals called “Nourish on Wheels”; the program vision to support the future of smart food, food as medicine, and services that will sustain mind and body health, with the end-goal being to foster vibrant and healthy communities. “Nourish on Wheels” (NoW) is committed to bridging the gap in food accessibility by bringing nutrient-rich, organic produce and products directly to every Kossuth County community, at affordable prices.
